We wrote the National Strategy to Prevent and Respond to Child Sexual Abuse 2021–2030.
In this document, we call it the Strategy.
A strategy is a plan for how to make things better.
We wrote the Strategy to: 
stop child sexual abuse
support people who have experienced child sexual abuse and their families.
In Australia, child sexual abuse affects:
more than 1 in 3 girls
almost 1 in 5 boys.
Child sexual abuse can cause many health issues over a person’s life.
For example:
mental illness
poor physical health.
It can also lead to:
drug and alcohol use
not being able to work.
The Strategy has Action Plans that explain how governments will work together to reach our goals.
We are creating a new Action Plan for the Strategy.
This will be the second Action Plan.

Our First Action Plan helped us reach many of our goals.
We created tools to support adults to talk about child sexual abuse with:
children
other adults.
We worked with organisations to help them understand how to keep children safe.
We helped open an online chat for children who have experienced child sexual abuse.
This means they can get legal support in a safe way.
We gave money to help 23 services support more people who have experienced child sexual abuse.
We did research on how well the Strategy is working.

Our research tells us there is more we can do to keep children safe.
We also know that some things have changed since our First Action Plan.
For example, new technology is making it easier for child sexual abuse to happen.

We have already heard some ideas about what our Second Action Plan should focus on.
We heard it should be easier to get good support for people who have experienced child sexual abuse and their families. 
This includes legal services.
We heard we need to build the skills of workers that support people who have experienced child sexual abuse and their families. 
People told us we should keep improving the Working with Children Check system.
A Working With Children Check is a check you must have if you want to work with children.
It helps decide if someone is suitable to work with children.
We heard we should focus on stopping child sexual abuse before it happens.
People told us we need better ways to help children who use sexual behaviours that hurt:
themselves
other people.
This includes support to change their behaviour.
We heard we should stop child sexual abuse that happens online.
People told us we should research how things on the internet can cause people to hurt others.
For example, pornography.
Pornography includes images or videos of:
someone’s sexual body parts
people taking part in sexual acts.
